ARCHAEOLOGICAL INVESTIGATIONS AT RADZIEJOW KUJAWSKI

During the 1945 surface examinations, carried out by the then Department
of Prehistory at the £.6dZ University, 3 sites were discovered at Radziejow Ku-
jawski. In the later adopted system of designation they have received numerals
1 3 and 4. . |

' Site 1 comprises an extensive Funnel Beaker settlement of the Lubot phase
(fig. 1). The reconaissance examinations revealed there a concentration of potsherds
from which 3 vessels were later reconstructed (fig. 2). The grave of the Corded
Ware culture, disturbed by a trench, was defined as site 3, whereas No. 4 was
given to a Funnel Beaker settlement which since 1956 has been systematically
excavated (fig. 3). In the course of time other sites of Radziejéw Kujawski were
also investigated. The excavations which lasted from 1956 to 19601 were carried
out by me on behalf of the Archaeological and Ethnographical Museum in Y.6dZ
and of the Centre for Archaeology of Poland in X.6dZ of the Instltute of the
History of Material Culture (Polish Academy of Sciences). ‘

All the above mentioned sites lie on a moraine stretching from Radziejow
to Opatéw (fig. 4). The moraine forms an elongated ridge, consisting of several
hills and approximately orientated from north to south. Its relative height reaches
some 30 m. The town of Radziejow is situated on the north end of the ridge.
Site 1 lies within the precincts of the town, whereas sites 3 and 4 are situated
some 800 m. to the south of site 1 (site 4 on the western edge of the ridge, site
3 at the eastern edge — on the periphery of site 4). At the foot of the moraine,
to the east and west of its ridge, there occur humid depressions which in the
past formed numerous water reservoirs. The largest was situated east of the
" town, in the area of the former postglacial kettle. Now there stretch pasture-
-grounds, named ‘Blota” (Swamps). During heavy rainfalls they are under
water which circumstance gives some idea about the size of the former lake

(it still existed less than 100 years ago).
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
